Essential fauy acids and other
products may also be added
to help to keep the skin and
joints healthy.

Pets with particular disease
problems may also benefit
from specific “prescrip-
tion" diets, specially
formulated for a variety
ol conditions including
diseases of the kidneys,
liver, heart, joints, skin

Your pet will need to be microchipped, vaccinated
against rabies and subsequently blood tested to prove that sufficient
immunity has developed.
